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ORDINANCE NO. 5784

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND F.G.C. CHAPTER 66 SECTION 44,
SOLID WASTE CUSTOMER SERVICE COLLECTION POLICES, AND
SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City is implementing a new billing system; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Department recommends changing refuse collection
billing practices by making payments due on the last business day of the first month of
service, rather than billing a month prior to service; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF FAIRBANKS, ALASKA, as follows: (new text in underline bold font, deleted text
in strikeout-font):

Section 1. That F.G.C. Section 66-44, Solid Waste Customer Service Policies, is
amended as follows:

Sec. 66-44. Customer service policies.

(a) Charge for service. It shall be the duty of the finance director to keep
accounts of solid waste customer accounts and to enter on such accounts all
charges and penalties, and the director shall establish billing dates for such
service.

(be) Billings, Due dates and delinquent dates.;-actionto-collect. The charges
for services shall be billed during the first month of the service quarter.

The billing shall be due on the last first business day of the first three months in
the rext quarter of service. Failure of any person to pay the charges by the due
date within20-days-from-the-due-date shall cause such charges to become
delinquent. Failure to receive mail shall not be recognized as a valid excuse for
failure to pay bills when due. A maximum legal rate of interest charge, but no
more than 18 percent per annum, shall be added to the delinquent balance as of
the last day following the due date. efthe-second-menth-ofthe-quarterofthe
