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ORDINANCE NO. 5785

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 78, ARTICLE X, SECTION 78-349,
FAIRBANKS GENERAL CODE, RELATING TO ENFORCEMENT OF SEAT BELT
LAWS, AND SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the current city ordinance provides that seat belt laws may only be
enforced as a secondary violation; and

WHEREAS, state law provides for primary enforcement of the similar state seat
belt statute; and

WHEREAS, amendment of the current city law will bring uniformity to city and
state law on seat belt enforcement.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
FAIRBANKS, ALASKA, as follows:

SECTION 1. That FGC Sec. 78-349 is amended as follows (new text in underlined
bold font, deleted text in strikeout font):

Sec. 70-349. Use of seat belts and child safety devices required.
(a) Except as provided in (c) of this section a person

(1) 16 years of age or older may not occupy a motor vehicle
while being driven unless restrained by a safety belt; and

(2) may not operate a motor vehicle unless restrained by a
safety belt.

(b) Except as provided in (c) of this section, a driver may not transport a
child under the age of 16 in a motor vehicle unless the driver has provided
and properly secured each child as described in this subsection. If the
child is less than four years of age, the child shall be properly secured in a
child safety device meeting the standards of the United Stated Department
of Transportation for a child safety device for infants. If the child is four
but not yet 16 years of age, the child shall be properly secured in a child
safety device approved for a child of that age and size by the United
States Department of Transportation or in a safety belt, whichever is
appropriate for the particular child.

(c) Subsections (a) and (b) do not apply to

(1) Passengers in a school bus, unless the school bus is

required to be equipped with seat belts by the United States
Department of Transportation, or an emergency vehicle;
