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ORDINANCE NO. 5788

AN ORDINANCE ADDING A NEW ARTICLE VIII FINANCIAL
DISCLOSURE, TO CHAPTER 2, FAIRBANKS GENERAL CODE, AND
SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on August 24, 2009, the city council passed Ordinance No. 5779, an
ordinance placing the question of exemption from the Alaska public officials financial
disclosure law (AS 39.50) before the city voters for the October 6, 2009 regular election
and providing for local adoption of public official disclosure laws; and

WHEREAS, if the ballot proposition is approved by the voters, local ordinances
relating to financial disclosure would become effective on January 1, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the proposed addition of Article VIII to Chapter 2 provides for
thorough disclosure of financial interests of officials and candidates while at the same
time addressing the concerns which gave rise to the council's decision to put the
question of exempting the city from all of the requirement of AS 39.50.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
FAIRBANKS, ALASKA, as follows:

SECTION 1. That Fairbanks General Code Chapter 2 is hereby amended by adding a
new Article VIII as follows:

ARTICLE VIII. FINANCIAL DISCLOSURE

Sec. 2.900. Definitions.
(a) As used in this chapter,
(1) "child" includes a biological child, an adoptive child, and a stepchild;

(2) "domestic partner" means a person who is cohabiting with another person in
a relationship that is like a marriage but that is not a legal marriage;

(3) "mother or father" includes a biological parent, an adoptive parent, and a
step-parent;

(4) "municipal public official" includes the mayor, council members, and
candidates for any elective municipal office;

(5) "source of income" means the entity for which service is performed or that is
otherwise the origin of payment; if the person whose income is being reported is
employed by another, the employer is the source of income; but if the person is
