ORDINANCE NO. 5797, AS SUBSTITUTED

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING CASH SALE OR A LAND
EXCHANGE TO FACILITATE CONSTRUCTION OF THE
PROPOSED NEW CHIEF ISAAC ANDREW HEALTH CENTER,
AND AUTHORIZING THE CONVEYANCE OF A TRACT OF CITY
OWNED PROPERTY; AND SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of that certain parcel of land located within the
Rickert Homestead, lying generally north and west of the Fairbanks Memorial Hospital
(FMH), also known as Tax Lot 27, and containing 19 acres, more or less; and

WHEREAS, Tanana Chiefs Conference (TCC) is now planning to replace the
Chief Isaac Andrew Health Center by constructing a new, larger medical facility, to be
located as near as practical to FMH; and

WHEREAS, TCC has negotiated a contingent purchase of 4.5 acres of land
known as Block 208A, Fairbanks Townsite at a price of $1,372,798, owned by FMH and
adjacent the Hospital, which parcel was gifted to FMH by the City in 1990, with the
specific deed restriction that it be “used for ancillary health care facilities in conjunction
Fairbanks Memorial Hospital’ ; and

WHEREAS, said 4.5 acre parcel is not sufficient in size to site the proposed new
Health Center, but adjoins the City's Tax Lot 27, a 19 acre parcel; and

WHEREAS, TCC has requested that a new parcel of approximately five acres,
be subdivided out of the City's Tax Lot 27 to create a site large enough to
accommodate the proposed new Health Center, conveying same to TCC, the
independent appraised value of which is $1,306,800, plus additional compensation of
$200,000 for a total price of $1,506,800.00; and

WHEREAS, TCC has agreed to pay a total of $1,506,800.00, including cash
potential real property exchange, as identified below; and

WHEREAS, TCC'’s use of use of the City owned property will require a rezone as
a contingency to the proposed exchange, this contingency set forth in the attached
“Exhibit A” Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement; and

WHEREAS, it is the sense of this Council that real property suitable to the City of
Fairbanks needs would be acceptable as part payment or full payment of the purchase
price, should such property be identified and available prior to closing of this
transaction, in which event any difference would be paid in cash at closing; and

WHEREAS, as part of this transaction, TCC will sell a 2.64 acre parcel of land
known as Rickert Block 208 Parcel B (Parcel B), adjacent the Hospital to FMH, thereby
providing part substitution and replacement of the 4.5 acre parcel originally gifted to
FMH for health care purposes; and
